Team Germany 2012
Team Germany will be compromised of: 
· The squad will be chosen by the selection committee using the season results of 2010/2011. 
· Any handler can only qualify for one height.
· Team Germany will consist of a minimum of 3 dogs per height. Each Handler will only 
be allowed to handle one dog at the WAO.

To be considered for selection on the German team you must first nominate yourself by

sending an email to germanwao@online.de. The German team manager will than send an application for which is to be filled and returned to the Germany Team manager by mail. 
Any handler who is to be considered has to be German national and must be living in Germany.

If unsuccessful of a Team Germany place, handlers are still eligible to compete at the WAO as an individual but not part of Team Germany.

Selection

· Application form to become a Team Germany member
· €10 per Dog/Handler combination
· Open  to A1-A3 & German Champion level
· Closing Date November 20th 2011 (postmarked)
· Official national competitions reviewed 2010 & 2011:
· VDH Deutsche Meisterschaft (German championship)
· Deutsche Vereinsmeisterschaft (German club championship)
· Kreismeisterschaften Agility (District championship)
· Turniere der Verbände im VDH (Tournaments of the VDH)
· Agility Turniere die nicht in Verbänden des VDH angeschlossen sind (Tournaments which are not run under the VDH or it’s clubs)
· Handlers and dogs international experience and successes will be taken into consideration
All those applying to join the Squad will be required to attend a Training Day. Location for this day will be announced three month in advance.
Dogs and handlers will be assessed on a variety of Agility Skill tests.  From the performance on these days and from consideration to the individuals competition history as stated on the application form, a squad of dogs will be selected to form the German 2012 Team.  It is anticipated that this final squad will comprise of 3 dogs per height and will be announced on 10th  March 2012.

Height Changes

 WAO have recently announced changes to the jump heights and cut-off heights. These are as follows:

· The height cutoff for the 300mm division is now 320mm. 

·  The height cutoff for the 400mm division is now 410mm. 

·  The 550 division is now the 525 division with a height cutoff remaining at 500mm. 

· All dogs over 500mm will be in the 650 division.
