See teade on suunatud koigile, kes on huvitatud osalemisest 2026. aasta World
Agility Openi vdistlustel, mis toimuvad 13.—17. mail Ermelo’s, Hollandis.

e Kandideerimiseks peab voistleja olema Eesti kodanik véi omama Eesti
sunnitunnistust, vanemad vdi vanavanemad peavad olema suindinud Eestis,
vOi omama Eestis alalist elamisdigust.

e Kok WAO-ga seotud kulud, sealhulgas reisi-, majutus- ja osavétutasud,
kannab vdistleja. Voistlustel osalejad voivad olla kohustatud osalema
seminaridel ja/vdi treeningpaevadel, mille eest voib lisanduda taiendavaid
kulusid. Alla 18-aastased voistlejad peavad olema koos vanema voi
seadusliku eestkostjaga.

Riigi meeskonna valikuprotsess peab vastama WAO reeglitele ja
regulatsioonidele ning véimaldama vahemalt Ghel koeral igast suurusklassist
paaseda meeskonda ning osaleda Agility Biathlonis ja/voi Individuaalses Agility
Pentatlonis.

Voistlustelt kogutud punktid:

Kohtadele paasemiseks valitakse voistlejad, kellel on enim punkte. Vordsete
tulemuste puhul arvestatakse kdige rohkem vigadeta jookse saanud vdistleja
(kimnest arvestatavast tulemusest). Kui ka siis on vordsed tulemused, eelistatakse
osalejat, kellel on kdige rohkem esikohti, seejarel teisi kohti ja nii edasi. Kui
tulemused jaavad ikka vordseks, teeb I6pliku otsuse meeskonna juht.

Punktide siisteem:

e Taotlus voib sisaldada kuni 10 individuaalset tulemust 2025. aastast
vahemikus 01.03.-31.12.2025

e Arvesse lahevad maksimaalselt viis tulemust agility klassidest ja
maksimaalselt viis tulemust huppeklassidest.

e Iga klassi (kahest agility ja kahest huppeklassist) kohta vdivad arvesse minna
kuni kaks tulemust valisvdistlustelt.

e Valisvaistlused peavad toimuma riikides, kus on samasugune klasside
stisteem nagu Eestis (Klass 1-2-3).

Punktide arvutamine
Radade punktid

e 10 punkti puhta raja eest,

e 5 punkti viie veaga raja eest,

e 1 punkt kimne vea ja rohkem kui kiimne vea korral ei anta tulemusepunkte.
Ajavigu ei arvestata, arvestatakse vaid rada puudutavad vead ja térked.

Aja punktid

e 10 punkti kiireima aja eest.

e Iga sekundi eest, mil sinu aeg on kiireimast ajast taga, lahutatakse 1 punkt.
Arvesse lahevad ka vigadega rajad.
Punktid Gmardatakse tapseteks punktideks (vdi aeg Umardatakse tapseteks
sekunditeks), see tahendab, et 1,7 sekundit kiireimast ajast annab sulle 9
taispunkti.

Koha punktid

e 10 punkti, kui koht on klassi 1-2% parimate seas,
e 9 punkti, kui koht on klassi 3-4% parimate seas,



8 punkti, kui koht on klassi 5-6% parimate seas,

7 punkti, kui koht on klassi 7-8% parimate seas,

6 punkti, kui koht on klassi 9-10% parimate seas,
5 punkti, kui koht on klassi 11-12% parimate seas,
4 punkti, kui koht on klassi 13-14% parimate seas,
3 punkti, kui koht on klassi 15-16% parimate seas,
2 punkti, kui koht on klassi 17-18% parimate seas,
1 punkt, kui koht on klassi 19-20% parimate seas.
Protsendid Umardatakse lahima taisarvuni.

Osalejate punktid
Lisapunktid antakse vastavalt osalejate arvule igal rajal.

6 punkti 20 vbi enam osaleja eest,

4 punkti 15-19 osaleja eest,

2 punkti 10-14 osaleja eest,

0 punkti, kui osalejaid on vahem kui 10

This is a notification directed to any Estonian Dog Agility Handlers interested in
participating in the World Agility Open Championships 2026 in Ermelo, Netherlands
on the 13t — 17t May.

To apply to the 2026 team, you must be a citizen of Estonia, or have a birth
certificate from that country, have parents or grandparents born in that country or
have permanent resident status.

All expenses for the WAO, including travel expenses, hotels, entry fees etc. will be
paid by the handler. Competitors may be required to attend seminars and/or training
days at an additional cost. Handlers under 18 years old must be accompanied by a
parent or legal guardian.

All registrations requests must be received by 28.02.2026 at midnight (Estonian
time). A country's team selection process must be, according to the WAO rules &
regulations, allow

for at least 1 (one) dog from each height to win its way onto the team and to run in
the

Agility Biathlon or/and the Individual Agility Pentathlon.



Points from Competitions

Spots are awarded to teams with the most points.

In case of point ties, the participant with the most faultless runs (among the ten counting
runs) takes precedence. If equality persists, the participant with the most 1st places takes
precedence, followed by the one with the most 2nd places, and so on. If there is still
equality, it is up to the Team Manager to make a decision.

- 1st place in each size category will be offered to run in the Pentathlon-,
Biathlon- and Games Championship.

- 2nd place in each size category will be offered to run in the Pentathlon-,
Biathlon- and Games Championship.

- 3rd place in each size category will be offered to run in the Pentathlon-,
Biathlon- and Games Championship.

= 4th place in each size category will be offered to run in the remaining
events if the first three don’t want to run in some championship runs

- Team runs will be divided between the first 3 or in some cases 4.

Point System

e The application can include up to 10 individual results from competitions in 2025 between
01.03.-31.12.2025

o A maximum of five results from agility classes and a maximum of five results from
jumping classes will count.

e Up to two results from each class (two from jumping and two from agility) can be

from competitions abroad.

e Results abroad must be from countries with a corresponding level class system as in
Estonia (Class 1-2-3).

Points per Run Calculation

e Result Points

10 points for a faultless run, 5 points for a run with five fault points, 1 point for a run
with ten fault points. No result points for runs with more than ten fault points. Time
faults are not considered, only course faults and refusals.

e Time Points

10 points for the fastest time on the result list. One point is deducted for each second your
time is behind the fastest time. All times in the class are considered - not

just times from faultless runs.

The points will be rounded up to whole points (or the time will be rounded down to
whole seconds), meaning that 1,7 seconds behind the fastest time will award you 9
whole points.

e Placement Points

10 points for top 1-2% placement in the class
9 points for top 3-4% placement in the class
8 points for top 5-6% placement in the class
7 points for top 7-8% placement in the class



6 points for top 9-10% placement in the class

5 points for top 11-12% placement in the class

4 points for top 13-14% placement in the class

3 points for top 15-16% placement in the class

2 points for top 17-18% placement in the class

1 points for top 19-20% placement in the class

Percentages are rounded down to the nearest whole percent

e Number Points

Points are awarded based on the number of participants in each run.
6 points for 20 or more participants

4 points for 15-19 participants

2 points for 10-14 participants

0 points with less than 10 participants
